Francois: a con artist 

Private: military 

Jacque: a con artist 

Charmolue: a member of the court, almost like clergy, like a judge 

Corporal: military 

Lieutenant: military 

Coppenole: a visiting rogue 

Gerard: a con artist 

Cousin: an executioner, he flogs Quasimodo 

Djali: a goat 

Clopin: king of the gypsies 

Innkeeper: a gruff hard-working guy 

M. Blanc: a completely crazy old man 

Juggler: a traveling performer 

Gringoire: a poet, philosopher, dreamer, educated but poor 

Esmeralda: a beautiful dancer and traveling performer raised by gypsies 

Frollo: Archdeacon of Notre Dame 

Quasimodo: the bell-ringer of Notre Dame 

Sister Gudule: formerly Paquette la Chatefleurie, she is an anchorite who lives in 

seclusion and mourns the loss of her child. 

Phoebus: captain of the guard, so very handsome
